COURSE: 25 yards, 16 lanes (10 lanes at the deep end and 6 lanes at the shallow end), non-
turbulent lane lines; Daktronics Electronic Timing System with touch pads and horn
start at the deep end; Colorado Electronic Timing System with touch pads and horn start
at the  shallow end; 10 line alphanumeric scoreboard at the deep end; 6 line scoreboard
at the shallow end;  20 yard lesson pool for warm-up/warm-down.  13-14 and Senior
age groups will swim Friday night events and Saturday and Sunday preliminaries at the
deep end.  10 & Under and 11-12 age groups will swim Friday night events and
Saturday and Sunday preliminaries at the shallow end.  Finals on Saturday and Sunday
for all age groups will be swum at the deep end.

TYPE OF MEET: The meet will consist of Preliminaries and Finals with the following exceptions:

1) All events held on Friday will be timed finals.

2) All relays will be timed finals and will be swum during preliminaries.

3) All heats of the 1000 and 1650 freestyle will be timed finals and will be swum as
the last event of preliminaries, alternating women and men from the fastest to the
slowest seed.

4) The 400 IM and 500 freestyle will be timed finals with the fastest heat in all
classifications swum in Finals.  Additional provisions include the following: heats
may be combined without regard to sex, based on time; both ends of the pool will
be used for timed finals on Friday and Preliminary sessions on Saturday and
Sunday with 13-14 and Senior in the deep end and 10 & Under and 11-12 in the
shallow end, unless otherwise specified in the meet information.  The shallow end
may also be used for some heats of the 400 IM, the 1000 and 1650 freestyle and
the 800 free relay.  Championship Finals and Consolation Finals will be held.  The
meet shall be paced at the discretion of the meet referee.

5) All 800 freestyle relays, 13-14 and Senior events will be swum at the deep end and
10 & Under and 11-12 events will be swum at the shallow end on Friday night. At
the discretion of the meet referee, some heats of the 1000 freestyle may be swum
in the shallow end at the conclusion of the 10 & Under and 11-12 events on
Friday.

ELI GIBILI TY: Only 2008 athlete members of Missouri Valley Swimming and USA Swimming
meeting the necessary time standards are eligible to enter the meet.  2008 registrations
will be verified by the MVS Registration Chair prior to the meet.  Clubs who have
entered unregistered swimmers must pay for their swimmers' registrations before they
may participate in the meet.  Swimmers may qualify for this Division I meet from the
Division II Championships meet.

No time conversions are allowed; however, swimmers may qualify with Division I short
course or long course meter qualifying times and they will be seeded at the short course
Division I qualifying time.  Swimmers using metric times to qualify should circle the
appropriate course (25m or 50m) on the entry sheet and give the actual metric time, date
and location of the qualifying swim on the entry sheet for purposes of proof-of-time.

For the 1000 freestyle, entries will be accepted using either the 1000 or 1650 freestyle
times. If using the 1650 freestyle time to qualify, the entry sheet must show the actual
1650 time swum and indicate the date and location of the qualifying swim, and that it



is a 1650 time, for purpose of proof-of-time.

For the 1650 freestyle, entries will be accepted using either the 1000 or 1650 freestyle
times.

Age of the swimmer on the first day of the meet determines the age group classification
for the entire meet.

PROOF OF TI ME: Date and location of qualifying swim must be clearly indicated on all entries either in
the space provided on the MVS Entry & Proof sheet or on Hy-Tek Team Manager Best
Times Report accompanying the team entry report and disk.  For each entry received
without proof-of-time, it will be presumed that “no proof” is available.  Refer to proof-
of-time *Penalties below.  The meet host will be responsible for verification of times as
provided by the MVS Records Chair in a database.  Fines shall be payable to the
Wichita Swim Club.

Official meet results for all meets sanctioned by MVS and held within MVS will be
available online with the exception of meets held under league blanket sanctions and
permitted observed high school swims.  Swimmers and clubs using qualifying swims
from meets held outside of Missouri Valley, in meets held under league blanket
sanctions or in permitted high school meets must bring printed copies of final meet
results to the meet for use as proof-of-time.

*PENALTI ES: In individual events, if the swimmer does not achieve the slowest
qualifying time and cannot prove the entry time, penalties will be assessed as follows:

1) For the first missed qualifying time, the swimmer’s club shall pay a $25 fine to the
host club proof-of-time chair. The fine must be paid prior to the beginning of the
next day’s events.

2) For the second missed qualifying time, the swimmer’s club shall pay an additional
fine of $50 and he/she shall be barred from the remainder of the meet.

3) Swimmers barred from the remainder of the meet are ineligible to participate in all
subsequent preliminary swims, both individual and relay, but may swim Finals in
events in which the swimmer qualified prior to being barred from the meet, with
the exception that a barred swimmer may not swim any event, individual or relay,
that is to be swum as either a timed final or for which the swimmer’s entry time
qualifies the swimmer or the swimmer’s relay to swim the event with “finals.”

The MVS Records Chair may, at his/her discretion, rescind fines upon receiving
adequate proof of qualifying swim after the conclusion of the meet.  This discretion
does not extend to allowing a swimmer to continue to compete who has failed to prove
qualifying swims for two events which did not achieve the slowest qualifying time.

MVS clubs are responsible for all proof-of-time fines incurred by swimmers
representing their group and must pay such fines prior to entering future championship
competitions sponsored by Missouri
Valley.

RELAY PROOF-OF-TI ME
RULE:

If a relay does not swim the qualifying time standard and cannot prove the entry time,
the team shall not score points or receive awards for that event.  Relay proof-of-time
shall consist of the results of a relay event actually swum by the same relay team in a
previous meet, or the aggregate of the individual times of the relay team members
provable by reference to the printed results of individual events in previous meets.

All swimmers’ names and order of swim must be recorded on the entry card or sheet
prior to the first heat of the last individual event proceeding the relay cycle in question.

ENTRIES FORMS: Entries will only be accepted from Missouri Valley registered teams and unattached
swimmers.  Entries from units within a Missouri Valley registered team or entries from
individuals within a team are not permitted.  All entries must be submitted on either
standard MVS Division Championship Entry and Proof sheets or Hy-Tek disk
accompanied by a hard-copy printout of entries and Team Manager Best Times Report.
Hy-Tek hard-copy printouts of Team Manager Best Times Reports must be in
alphabetical order, separated into single sheets with tractor feed tabs removed, and
stapled in the upper left-hand corner.



ENTRY FEES: Entry fees will only be accepted from Missouri Valley registered clubs and unattached
swimmers.  Checks from units of a Missouri Valley registered club and checks from
individuals within a club are not permitted.  Entry fees shall be $3.50 per individual
event and $5.00 per relay team.

Please indicate a phone number for collect
calls and an email address for contact concerning problems with entries.

ENTRY LI MIT: Swimmers entered in age group events (10 & Under, 11-12, and 13-14) may enter all
events for which they qualify, but may swim only three (3) individual events per day.
Those swimmers entered in only Senior events may enter all events for which they
qualify, but may swim a total of six (6) individual events for the entire meet.  Any
swimmer who swims at least one age group event will be considered as an age group
swimmer and will not be subject to the six event meet limit.  Swimmers are limited to
one (1) relay each day.  Deck entries are not permitted except for Time Trials.

ENTRY DEADLI NE: Team entries must be received by the Entries Chair no later than 6:00 p.m. Monday,
March 3, 2008.  All entries should be submitted via email in a Hy-Tek compatible file.
Updates on times will positively not be accepted.  Except for time trials, there are no
deck entries.  Please indicate a phone number for collect calls and an email address for
contact concerning problems with team entries.

SEEDING: The Timed Finals events on Friday will be seeded by Hy-Tek Meet Manager 15 minutes
prior to the start of the session.  Preliminaries for Saturday morning will be seeded 30
minutes after the conclusion of Friday’s events.  Preliminaries for Sunday will be
seeded 30 minutes after the conclusion of Saturday night’s Finals.  Pyramid seeding, as
per USA Swimming Rules and Regulations, will be used in all preliminary heats.  Finals
will be seeded by Hy-Tek Meet Manager prior to the start of the warm-up session for
Finals.

CHECK-IN and SCRATCH
RULE:

Swimmers are considered checked in for their events when they submit their entries for
the meet.  In the Preliminaries, if a swimmer elects not to swim an event in which
he/she is entered, the swimmer or his/her coach or representative must scratch the event
prior to these deadlines: forty-f ive (45) minutes prior to the beginning of the Friday
session for Friday events; and, thir ty (30) minutes after the conclusion of the previous
evening session for either Saturday or Sunday events.  If a swimmer fails to either swim
or scratch, he/she will be barred from his/her next preliminary or timed final event.

SCRATCH PROCEDURES: Each coach and/or unattached swimmer will be provided with Hy-Tek printouts of team
entries by swimmer and scratch sheets for each session.  It is the responsibility of each
coach and/or swimmer to indicate which swimmers have scratched which events and
return the scratch sheets to the Clerk of the Course at the appropriate end of the pool, in
accordance with the MVS Scratch Rule outlined above.

Scratch sheets for Finals will be at the Announcer.

In the Finals, if a swimmer elects not to swim an event, the swimmer or his/her coach
or representative must notify the Referee within thirty (30) minutes after the
announcement of the qualifiers for that final race that the swimmer may not intend to
compete and further must declare his/her final intentions within 30 minutes following
the swimmer's last individual preliminary event.  If a swimmer fails to either swim or
scratch he/she will be barred from his/her next day’s events.

STARTING TI MES: Friday Warm-ups: 4:00 PM Meet Start: 5:30 PM
Saturday Warm-ups: 7:30 AM Meet Start: 9:00 AM
Sunday Warm-ups: 7:30 AM Meet Start: 9:00 AM

There will be a minimum of two (2) hours between the end of Preliminaries and the
beginning of Finals.  Actual starting time for Finals will be announced at the meet.

Note: A warm-up schedule incorporating the Missouri Valley Safety Guidelines will be



sent to each club by the host once entries are received.

STARTING PROCEDURE: The whistle start and no-recall provisions of USA Swimming Rule 102.14 will be used.
Fly-over starts may be used.

RULE AUTHORITY: 2007-2008 USA Swimming Rules and Regulations and 2007-2008 Missouri Valley
Swimming Rules will govern the meet.  MVS Safety Guidelines and Warm-up
Procedures will be in effect.

Note: Persons without a valid 2008 USAS Coach Membership will not be allowed
access to the deck area and will not be allowed to participate in any coaching capacity.

Swimmers without a coach at the meet must check in with the Referee and will be
assigned to a coach during the warm-up portion of the meet.

MEET REFEREE: Linda Bailey

OFFICIALS: All officials are encouraged to participate and must display a 2008 USA Swimming
membership card while acting in any official capacity on the deck of the pool.  This
meet is designated as a Qualifying Meet for USA Swimming National Certification.  An
officials’ briefing session will be held one (1) hour prior to the start of each session and
will cover stroke rules, assignments of officials, jurisdiction, etc.  You must be present
for the briefing and work at least three (3) sessions to receive the National Certification.

AWARDS: Medals for 1st through 8th for individual events, and medals for 1st through 3rd for relay
events.  All awards must be picked up by the swimmer or coach by the end of the meet
on Sunday.  No awards will be mailed.

SCORING: Points will be awarded for 1st through 16th places as follows:

Individual Events: 20, 17, 16, 15, 14, 13, 12, 11, 9, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1
Relay Events: 40, 34, 32, 30, 28, 26, 24, 22, 18, 14, 12, 10, 8, 6, 4, 2

FINAL RESULTS: Final results will be posted on the Missouri Valley website and may include the
swimmer’s name, age, times and USA Swimming number.

TIME TRIALS: Time trials will be held between Preliminaries and Finals on Saturday and Sunday.  On
Saturday, priority will be given equally to Friday and Saturday events, followed, if time
permits, by Sunday events.  On Sunday, priority will be given to Sunday events,
followed, if time permits, by Friday events, and then followed, if time permits, by
Saturday events.

Time trials are limited to swimmers with a legitimate and reasonable expectation of
achieving a qualifying time for an upcoming meet.  Swimmers must be entered in at
least one individual event in the Division I Championships to be eligible to enter a time
trial.  Swimmers may swim no more than two (2) individual time trials and 2 relay time
trials during the Division I Championships.  Individual (but not relay) time trials count
as one of the swimmer’s maximum of three (3) events per day, but not toward the
maximum number of individual entries for the meet.  Deadlines for time trial entries
will be established by the meet Referee.  Fees for the time trials are $7.00 for individual
events and $10.00 for relays and must be paid with the entry and are not refundable.

WARM-UP PROCEDURES: 1) Pre-Meet Warm-Up Period

A. Marshals will remain on duty for the entire warm-up period.
B. Marshals will be responsible for the control and supervision of the swimmers
both in and out of the pool.



C. Control and Supervision are the key words for safe swimming.

2) Coaches shall continually supervise their swimmers during all the meet and warm-
up sessions.

3) Swimmers or coaches not following the prescribed warm-up procedures or
directions of marshals or USA Swimming officials may be barred from the use of
the warm-up area.

4) Backstrokers shall ensure that they are not starting at the time that a swimmer is on
the blocks.  Swimmers shall not step onto the starting blocks if a backstroker is
waiting to start.

5) No running on the pool deck.

6) In the case of a recall start, swimmers on the deck shall not jump or dive into the
pool in order to stop swimmers.

7) When using the side lanes for warming up or down during the meet, swimmers
shall not perform racing starts and must circle swim.

8) Changes to warm-up procedures and other factors necessary to ensure swimmer
safety may be made by the host team with the consent of the referee.

9) Warm-up areas are for the use of USA Swimming registered swimmers only and
are not to be used as a cooling off area by spectators.

10) Swimmers are not permitted to dive into the pool during the General Warm-Up
period.  Any swimmers diving into the pool during the general warm-up period
may be disqualified from one or more events at the discretion of the meet referee.
Diving is permitted during designated sprint warm-ups.

LA NE TI MERS: Each club attending is requested to help provide back-up timers, based upon the number
of entries from the team.

SPECTATORS: To assure coaches and officials adequate visibility of the swimming venue, all
spectators, including athletes, are requested to remain four (4) feet or more from the
edge of the pool.

CONCESSIONS: A large selection of healthy items will be available at the WSC Café.

VENDORS: The Starting Block, a full-service swim shop, will be open during all sessions of the
meet.

Actual
starting time for Finals will be announced at the meet.

If using 25 or 50 Meter times to qualify, put actual metric time achieved on the entry sheet and circle either the 50m or the
25m, as appropriate, to indicate the qualifying time is a metric time.  Such entries will be seeded in the slowest heats,
based on the actual metric time achieved.  Swimmers entering the 100 IM must have achieved a Division I qualifying time
in either short course meters or short course yards.
